2000
TLC acquires CARL Corporation, the developers of CARL*Solution,
used by some of the busiest libraries in the world. (CARL*Solution
has been succeeded by CARL*X, a next-generation ILS on a Unix®
platform - offering the benefits of a large library system, without the cost.)

2005
TLC becomes a majority shareholder in Tech Logic, the first company
to create automated material handling systems exclusively for libraries.

2006 introduces:
¢ BiblioFile®, a generational upgrade to the company’s suite of
cataloging tools.
¢ Web Circ, browser-based automation for schools and libraries.

2008
TLC announced plans for a new unified ILS platform called LS2 that
will include Web, client, and mobile interfaces. TLC also released the
first module of the new system: LS2 PAC. LS2 PAC offers experiences
similar to those found in the best Web 2.0 applications.
