• Community Calendar
 Use YouSeeMore’s community calendar to announce library 
 activities. Patrons can subscribe to the calendar for automatic 
 email notifications.

• Links recommended by Library
 Authorized staff can easily update Ready Reference links to meet your 
 community’s needs. 

• Hot Titles Lists
  Select from dozens of generic title lists. The lists, maintained for you by TLC, 
 include award winners, best-sellers, etc. You can also create and maintain lists 
 specific to your patrons’ needs and interests.

• News & Weather
 Enhance the topical appeal of your Web site with specific or general news 
 feeds, as well as regional weather.

• Customized OPAC Features
 TLC will include your preferences in graphics, color schemes, setting preferences, 
 and compatibility with your city, county, or institutional Web site.

• Images: Book Jackets, DVD Covers, Video Covers, and Tables of Contents

• Reviews and Recommendations
 Reviews encompass fiction and non-fiction materials for adults, children, and  young 
 adults from Publishers Weekly, Library Journal, School Library Journal, Choice, and 
 Booklist. There’s no better way to learn about books than using reviews. 

• Fiction and Biography Profile Data: descriptions of subject, plot, and genre of 
 fiction, short stories, biographies, and memoirs.

• Summaries and annotations: descriptions of adult and juvenile books by the 
 publisher, from book jackets, or independent annotations. Includes summaries 
 and annotations.

• Author Notes: author notes and bios, covering fiction and nonfiction.

• Excerpts: from books’ first chapters, forewords, or selections from prominently
 reviewed, current titles. Includes excerpts from adult and juvenile books.

• Series: series titles in juvenile and adult fiction in the intended reading order.

 Video Detective’s Streaming video previews are an option that your patrons can 
 enjoy to access video and DVD previews.
